M&M ACTIVITY

1. Open a new EXCEL spreadsheet.

2. Put your name, date and period in the header.

3. Save this as M&M EXCEL into My Documents.

4. Now open your bag of M&M's and sort them into same color groups.  DO NOT EAT ANY OF THEM UNTIL STEP 9!!!

5. Type the word NAME   in cell A1.  Fill in the names of the colors of M&M’s  in the cells B1 through G1.

6. Type in your name and enter the number of M&M’s you have for each color.

7. Now you need to find 4 friends and you will need to copy what they got for each color below.
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8.  Go back  to your computer and enter your friends’ information on the rows below where your name is.

9. You may now eat your M&M’s if you want.

10. Click in the cell that says YELLOW, then tab twice to type the word Total. You will have a blank column between the word YELLOW and the word total. 
11. Create a formula that will add the total M&Ms in your bag. This formula will add all of your red, green, blue, orange, brown and yellow M&Ms.
12. Now click and drag the formula down so you have the Total for each of your friends in the same column.
13. Now click in the cell that has the last person’s name. (This is probably about cell A6,or somewhere close.  Hit enter twice and type Total.
14. Now you will have a blank cell between the name and the word total.  Hit tab and enter a formula that will add all of the RED M&M’s you and your friends had together.
15. Copy this formula over so you will know the total M&M’s for each of the colors.
16. Now Click in the cell below the Total in the A column and type the word Average.  Tab.
17. Create a formula that will calculate the average of all the red M&M’s.  Remember you do not want to include the total red M&M’s in this formula.
18. Copy this formula over so you will know the average number of M&M’s of each color.

19. Highlight your table to make a COLUMN GRAPH.  You will highlight the names, colors and numbers of M&M’s, but not the totals or averages to make your graph.
20. Add the chart to the page with your excel table.

21. Drag your chart to fit under your table.

22. Make your chart colors correspond with your M&Ms by doing the following:
Click on one color in your chart/right click/format data point/fill/solid fill and choose the corresponding color.

23.  Continue with the other colors.

24. Save the assignment again.  Be sure to save your assignment to the hand in folder.
